








GRANTEE shall seal coat and stripe the GRANTOR s south parking facility (approximately 335°
long x 60° wide). Within thirty (30) days of completion of the Improvements, subject to weather
conditions, the GRANTEE shall commence and promptly construct a new east entrance roadway to
the Subject Property (approximately 30 wide x 80" long).

8. The grant of both the temporary construction easement and the permanent, non-
exclusive easement herein shall be subject to the following conditions:

a) The Improvements shall be constructed within the area of the Temporary
Construction Easement Premises and Permanent Non-exclusive Easement Premises and
shall not, without an amendment to this Agreement, be constructed, maintained or
reconstructed outside these areas.

b) The GRANTEE will construct the majority of the Improvements below grade so
as to allow for turf to grow over the Improvements.

¢) The GRANTEE shall require that all construction by any entity within the
Temporary Construction Easement Premises and Permanent Non-exclusive Easement
Premises be performed in accordance with the various requirements of the ordinances and
regulations of the Village of Glen Ellyn and the Glen Ellyn Park District.

d) GRANTOR shall have the right to mstall landscaping, gardens, shrubs, driveways,
sidewalks, parking lots, ingress and egress roadways on the easements granted herein that do
not then or later conflict with the aforesaid uses or rights.

e¢) GRANTOR reserves the right of access across the Temporary Construction
Easement Premises and the Permanent Non-exclusive Easement Premises.

0. The GRANTEE shall not disrupt any Park District facilities or programs in the use of
the Temporary Construction Easement Premises or the Permanent Non-exclusive FHasement
Premises. The GRANTEE and the GRANTOR shall hold an initial meeting prior to
commencement of any work to review the construction schedule on the Temporary Construction
Easement Premises and shall thereafter, upon request by the GRANTOR, or as the parties otherwise
agree, hold meetings to review the construction and/or operation schedules for both the Temporary
Construction Easement Premises and the Permanent Non-exclusive Easement Premises. The
GRANTEE shall provide notice, as soon as reasonably possible, to GRANTOR of any changes in
said construction schedules. The GRANTOR shali have access, upon request, copies of all
construction documents for the Improvements.

10. The GRANTEE or its designees shall, at its sole cost and expense, upon completion
of any work authorized by this Agreement, restore the Temporary Construction Easement Premises
and the Permanent Non-exclusive Easement Premises to the same or better condition than that
which existed prior to the beginning of any work. The GRANTEE shall restore the Temporary
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Construction Easement Premises and the Permanent Non-exclusive Easement Premises to the
satisfaction of the GRANTOR and said restoration work shall only be complete upon the sole
written approval of the GRANTOR.

11, The GRANTEE shall pay all construction expenses associated with the construction
of the Improvements and any use of the temporary construction or permanent easements granted
herein. The GRANTOR shall have no financial responsibility for installation, construction
maintenance, repair or replacement of the Improvements or restoration of the Temporary
Construction Easement Premises or the Permanent Non-exclusive Easement Premises.

12. The permanent easement granted herein by the GRANTOR shall be permanent and
will run with the land.

13.  Any notices required to be given under this Agreement shall be in writing and shall
be directed to the main business office of the parties.

14,  The GRANTEE shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless the GRANTOR and
GRANTOR’S officers, officials, employees, volunteers and agents from and against any and all
liabilities, claims, damages, losses and expenses, including but not limited to legal fees (attorneys’
and paralegals’ fees and court costs), arising out of or resulting from any act or omission of the
GRANTEE, any of its contractors or subcontractors, anyone directly or indirectly employed or
engaged by any of them or anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable, arising from the
GRANTEE’s use of the easement rights granted hereunder, provided that any such claim, damage,
loss or expense is caused in whole or in part by the GRANTEE, any contractor or subcontractor,
anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them or anyone for whose acts any of them may
be liable, except to the extent it is caused in part by a party indemnified hereunder. GRANTEE shal}
similarly protect, indemnify and hold and save harmless the GRANTOR, its officers, employees,
volunteers and agents against and from any and all claims, costs, causes of actions and expenses
including but not limited to legal fees, incurred by any reason of GRANTEE’s breach of any of its
obligations under, or GRANTEE’s default of, any provisions of this Agreement. The GRANTEE
shall further require any contractor, subcontractor, or anyone directly or indirectly employed by
either of them or anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable, to similarly indemnify the
GRANTOR.

15,  The GRANTEE shall purchase and maintain and shall cause each contractor
employed by the GRANTEE to perform any work on the Temporary Construction Easement
Premises and the Permanent Non-exclusive Easement Premises, to purchase and maintain
commercial general liability insurance, workers compensation and employer’s liability insurance,
and automobile liability insurance in amounts and from companies mutually acceptable to the
GRANTOR and the GRANTEE. When requested by the GRANTOR, the GRANTEE shall furnish
copies of certificates of insurance evidencing said coverage. The GRANTEE shall and shall cause
each contractor to name the GRANTOR as an additional insured on all required coverages.



16.  All provisions of this Agreement, including the benefits and burdens, run with the
land and are binding upon and inure to the successors, tenants and representatives of the parties
hereto.

17.  This instrument contains the entire agreement between the parties relating to the
rights granted herein and the obligations herein assumed. Any oral representations or modifications
concerning this instrument shall be of no force and effect, and any modifications to this Agreement
must be 1n writing and must be signed by all parties to this Agreement.

18.  The laws of the State of Illinois shall govern the terms of this Agreement both as to
interpretation and performance.

19.  Invalidation by judgment or court order of any one or more of the covenants or
restrictions contained herein shall in no way affect any other provisions which shall remain in full
force and effect.

Summary:

As you are aware, the Ackerman Sports Complex construction project was advertised for bid on
July 22nd, 2008. The bidding specifications for the Ackerman Sports Complex were developed
in conjunction with Ollman Emst Architecture, Professional Building Services, and staff. The
construction project was split into thirty-nine (39) subsections for trades which included site
construction, sieel, concrete, signage, masonry, metals, wood & plastics, thermal & moisture
protection, doors & windows, finishes, specialties, equipment, furnishings, special construction,

conveying systems (elevator), mechanical, and electrical,

Project Updaies/Pav Reguests:

Progress on the facilities exterior has been exceptional to date. Most all of the exterior aluminum
sheeting has been installed. Tron workers worked on the roofing panels over the climbing wall
and main entrance to the facility. The installation of the “Kalwall” window ﬁnits are complete to
date. Sheet metal workers continued installing ductwork on the second floor. The electrical
rough-in has continued. Seven pallets of light fixtures were delivered and will be installed in the
near future. The carpenter has continued to install the exterior framing and sheeting of the
“bump-out” areas. The painting contractor has completed painting the ceiling beams in the
basketball, and soccer area. They are now applying the finish coat on the first floor. The metal
emergency stairway was installed on the west side of the building. The plumber has continued
with the rough in on the second floor. The excavator has removed the clay soils in the
multipurpose area, added fine gravel, and graded the area to accept the turf. The carriage

walkway along the main drive was poured, and the framing has been removed.



This tenth (10th) pay request is for a portion of the site work, which includes the labor and
materials for the carpentry, concrete work, masonry, electrical, HVAC installation, plumbing,
glazing, painting, and steel fabrication. Also included in this request are the professional
services for Professional Building Services, which include construction management fees, and
reimbursable expenses ($23,287.08). These reimbursable expenses include blueprint duplication
expenditures, porta-lets, temporary fencing, and material testing (concrete, soils and reports). To
date there have been additional bad soils, and winter condition costs of $154,670.84. Total
expenditare for the project is $5,838,627.81 to date.

RE: Vehicle Purchase

SUMMARY

As you may recall from the from the February workshop meeting staff suggested deferring the
purchase of the three fleet vehicles (approximately $67,000) due to the economic downturn.
Recently, one of the fleet vehicles had several issues that would need to be repaired to keep the
vehicle in safe working order. This vehicle was slated in the ERF for replacement in 2010. Staff
feels it would be prudent to sell the vehicle now without spending any further funds on the
vehicle. Staff would like to purchase a 2010 Ford Escape, to replace the pickup truck. The dealer
will honor his pricing from October when the vehicles were originally bid. This price includes
the government discount for vehicle.

Since the vehicle is under the Illinois State bidding requirements of $20,000 only three price
quotes are necessary for this expenditure. The low bidder for the vehicle is Zimmerman Ford
$16,831. The other two quotes were from Packy Webb Ford $19,950.00, and Northwest Ford
$17.830. The used vehicle value for the Dodge is approximately $5,810. The total outlay for the
new vehicle would be $11,201. The Equipment Replacement Fund has a fund balance of
$33,379.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff would seek the Boards approval to purchase the 2010 Ford Escape totaling $16,831.
Furthermore, staff also requests the board approve the disposal of the 2002 Dodge 1500 (unit
#425) and place this on the September consent agenda.
